The main objective of the network is to advance state-of-the-art knowledge of the key transformations
of European audiences within a changing media and communication environment, identifying their
interrelationships with the social, cultural and political areas of European societies.

The network will coordinate research efforts into the key transformations of European audiences
within a changing media and communication environment, identifying their complex interrelation-
ships with the social, cultural and political areas of European societies. The network will offer a per-
spective which is different from that of conventional ICT-focused audience research, by (a) bringing
together experts who study a wide range of media, ‘old” mass media included, to understand how
these relate to each other and to everyday life, and (b) paying equal attention to audience-focused is-
sues (especially media interpretations and mediated experiences) and user-focused issues (both adop-
tion and use of technologies).

There are 29 European countries participating in the research network, including Denmark, Fin-
land, Norway and Sweden.

Forskerne far mulighed for at profilere deres forskning til et bredt publikum, og journalisterne far
adgang til et "kartotek’ af kilder, der i deres egenskab af forskere nyder den hgjest teenkelige troveer-
dighed. Alligevel opleves samarbejdet i praksis ofte frustrerende i begge verdener. Med dette projekt
skal forskere og journalister bringes i dialog med hinanden.

® Election Money Crisis : Relations of the Media and Politics in a Turning Point

The study aims to elucidate the significance of the election funding crisis that started in spring 2008.
It seems that the decades-old, established practices of the Finnish political system are in a crisis. This
offers an excellent opportunity to shed light on the current nature of the relationship between the me-
dia and the political system and how it has changed.

The study provides a comprehensive view of the election funding crisis and its significance. Data
is gathered on three different levels: 1) interviews of central actors 2) analysis of media contents and
3) audience research. The interviews reveal how journalists, politicians and experts see the crisis and
its relevance. Media content analysis forms a general view of the publicity of the election funding
crisis and the actors involved. The public’s impressions on the crisis and its significance are examined
with two representative surveys, as well as analyses of small group data and online discussions.

The objective is to form an overall picture of the progress of the election funding crisis and, at the
same time, provide answers to the following three questions. First, how has the relationship between
journalism and politics developed and how is it developing? What are the roles of the different media
in politics? Are we talking about a crossroads; has the media cut loose from politics? Second, plumb
the extent to which the crisis has affected the credibility of the media and politics in public’s eye.
Third, describe the significance of the crisis to the future of journalism; are we witnessing the march
of'a new generation of journalists and their values?

The study is co-conducted by the University of Helsinki Communication Research Centre (CRC)
and the University of Tampere Journalism Research and Development Centre (JRDC). The Com-
munication Research Centre is responsible for the analysis of the interview data and the Journalism
Research and Development Centre for the analysis of media contents and audience data.

® Mental Violence in Communication Relationships at School and in the Workplace
The aim of the research project is to increase understanding of the interpersonal and group communi-
cation processes underlying bullying, harassment, and social exclusion in human relationships among
children, adolescents, and adults. Communication processes in which these phenomena develop are
examined in school, higher education, and working-life contexts as well as in the contexts of family
and romantic relationships. Both face-to-face and technologically-mediated interaction processes are
examined.

The studies focus on the communicative characteristics of bullying, on participants’ interpreta-
tions of communication in bullying situations, on the developmental courses of bullying relation-
ships and on the group processes related to bullying and social exclusion. In addition, the lifespan of
bullying, from its beginning in school to its after-effects, is examined, as well as the availability and
effect of social support in bullying processes. Particularly friends and school- or workmates, as well
as children’s parents and teachers are examined as providers of social support. The studies also focus
on parents’ understanding of school bullying and their children’s roles in bullying processes.

Data have been collected from children and adolescents and their parents, from higher education
students and other young adults, as well as from teachers and other individuals in working life.

® Mediation of Migration: Media Impacts on Norwegian Immigration Policy,

Public Administration and Public Opinion

The present project investigates the dominant form and content of news stories on migration. It investi-
gates all main phases related to the mediation of migration: The information strategies and production
processes behind the news; news form and content; as well as the effect of media coverage on public
opinion in general and on perceptions among minority groups in particular. The project also compares
Norwegian news accounts of migration with news discourses in other western countries marked by
contrasting immigration histories. Finally it examines the role of the newsmedia in loops of informa-
tion between immigrant groups in Norway and networks in sending countries of migrants, adding to the
knowledge of migration flows and the globalisation of information. The project aims to uncover hitherto
largely closed-off processes, revealing who the dominant actors and stories in the media are, but also
what kind of perspectives and what types of actors that are overlooked or even silenced. The investiga-
tion of the media’s impact on public opinion on migration offers vital insights into how the media work
to encourage democratic participation and inclusion on the one hand, exclusion, fear and alienation on
the other. Of special interest to public governance is the project’s exploration of whether thelogics of the
mass media modify the priorities and practices of Government and public administration, and the subse-
quent allocation of resources in the welfare state. The role of the media in these processes is significantly
under-researched. The project will contribute to a knowledge-based debate about the implications of an
expanding media logic in society, through an ambitious research design that combines interdisciplinar-
ity, a range of methodological approaches, and that foregrounds international cooperation. The project
includes Department of Sociology and Political Science at The Norwegian University of Science and
Technology (NTNU), Faculty of Journalism, Library and Information Science at Oslo University Col-
lege, the Norwegian School of Management and Department of Media, Culture, and Communication,
New York University. The cooperation also includes scholars from the University of Lahore.

® Nomadikon. New Ecologies of the Image

Nomadikon is a transdisciplinary research group and center for image studies and visual aesthet-
ics at the Department of Information Science and Media Studies, University of Bergen. The center
launched in the fall of 2008 with the project New Ecologies of the Image (2008-2012), and consists
of a core team of five locally based scholars, international affiliates, and a global network of visual
culture studies researchers.

Taking as its point of departure the epochal transformation of the visual world engendered by the
digitalization of culture, New Ecologies of the Image will address a host of interrelated theoretical
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and critical issues that in various ways either require, imply or propose a different hermeneutics of
the visual, a new interpretive optics. How has the process of seeing itself been affected by the flux of
the contemporary mediapshere? What is the nature and effects of the emerging scopic regime of the
digital? In what ways might the notion of a general iconology be revived and made applicable to the
conceptual demands of an image culture that appears to transmute ever more rapidly? How can we
develop a critical language to analyze visual artifacts that does not fall victim to logocentric predilec-
tions? Most fundamentally, how can we formulate an ethics and an aesthetics for these new ecologies
of the image?

Among the research topics pertinent to the Nomadikon project are the manifestations of icono-
clasm and iconophobia; image wars and visual ideologies; the cultural performance of on/scenity
(Linda Williams); the aestheticization of affliction; controversial and offensive images; media con-
vergence and the formation of new visual ecosystems; the nomadicization of the image; and the visual
codification of subjectivity and social value.

® Picturing the Brain: Perspectives on Neuroimaging

Neuroimaging enjoys an increasing prominence, not only among medical doctors, neuroscientists
and philosophers, but in society at large. Brain images are deeply compelling, and are claimed to
provide windows into the living brain. Yet what these images really show remains a debated issue.
The research project Picturing the Brain: Perspectives on Neuroimaging seeks to deepen our under-
standing of the epistemological roles neuroimaging technologies play, as images and as visual tools,
in the conduct and communication of medicine and science. The primary objective is, more precisely,
to develop a fine-grained understanding of socio-cultural and ethical issues that arise in relation to
current applications of these technologies, as they are put to use as cognitive tools, as perceptual pros-
theses, and as visual rhetoric. To pursue this goal, the project participants will carry out interactionist
in-depth studies of the design and use of two key applications of neuroimaging, brain mapping and
neuronavigation, proceeding from these to questions concerning computational brain modelling and
simulation in science. The project will also investigate prospects and issues relating to the persuasive
force of neuroimaging against the background of the current overwhelming demand for brain im-
ages. This includes exploring issues relating to neuroenhancement and to the ways that neuroimaging
reframes the brain-mind relationship, fostering deep changes in how humans perceive themselves.
The project is interdisciplinary and allows researchers with backgrounds in media studies, philoso-
phy, digital media engineering, medical imaging, neuroscience, and creative arts to work together on
specific tasks in varying configurations. The research is divided into three work packages focusing,
respectively, on cognitive, prosthetic, and rhetorical functions of neuroimaging. A fourth package
takes the form of a project laboratory for experimenting with different modes of integrating science,
technology and society through artistic interventions.

Syftet med detta projekt &r att granska televisionens historiegrafi. Under det senaste decenniet har
vésterlandets television blivit allt mer upptagen med skildringar av historia. Televisionens inverkan
pa det kollektiva minnet dr numera ocksa erkénd. Samtidigt 4r medievetenskapen relativt outvecklad
vad giller fragor om mediets representation av det forflutna (historia pa TV”), och specifika krono-
sofi (TVs sitt att skriva historia™). Detta projekt urskiljer tre tidsformer, vars interna samspel antas
vara avgorande for televisionens ansprak som historieférmedlare:

Krénikans tid — som i televisionens organiserande av kronologiska fldden av historisk tid, genom
dokumentirer, fiktionsserier, arskronikor, etc.

Katastrofens tid — som i de drastiska avbrott, da direktsdndningen stiller oss infor historiens refer-
ent som katastrof, kris, dod (attacken mot WTC, tsunamin, etc).

Ritualens tid — som 1 mediehdndelsernas ceremoniella television, da televisionen bidrar till iscen-
sdttningen av historiska milstolpar (olympiska spel, presidentval, rymdfarder, etc).

De tre formerna studeras i tre fallstudier av samtida television, som sérskilt vill beakta hur tel-
evisionens tiderdkning synkroniseras i transnationella medborgarskap, med relevans for relationen
mellan USA och Europa. Den forsta avser CNNs dokumentérserie ”The Cold War”, den andra tel-
evisionens dminnelser av attackerna mot World Trade Center, den tredje rapportering kring valet av
Barack Obama.

En aspekt som har framtritt mer och
mer under projektets tidigare fallstudier dr glappet mellan expertsprak och lekmannasprak, mellan
fack- och vardagssprak i olika situationer. Nédr det géller inte minst det forebyggande arbetet i risk-
och kriskommunikation dr sprakaspekten helt central. Olika aktorers olika sétt att uttrycka sig kan
forsvara samordningen. Facktermer kan fordrdja och i vérsta fall omgjliggéra kommunikationen och
en hierarkisk expertattityd kan framkalla motstand.
I detta sammanhang &r frigan om genusaspekter i kommunikationen central. Hierarkier och status-
markdrer uttrycks ofta pa olika sétt av kvinnor respektive mén, kénslomissiga tilltal skiljer sig ofta
och kan leda till missforstand. Expertgrupper bestér dnnu i stor utstrickning av mén, medan berérda
befolkningsgrupper i krissituationer givetvis bestar av bada konen vilket inte behver men av erfar-
enhet ofta leder till kommunikationsglapp. Samma sak géller nér det handlar om problemsituationer
eller riskscenarior dér olika etniska grupper &r inblandade och de sprakliga och kulturella barridrerna
ar hoga.

Den arabiska bloggosféren é&r fortfarande i sin linda men pa stark frammarsch. Det finns uppgifter
om att det existerar 450 000 arabiska bloggar. For att kunna dokumentera och jimfora bloggares
roller i olika arabiska samhéllen och hur de lénkar sig till regionala nitverk och nitverk i vésterlandsk
exil, anvénder projektet ett “inflytandeindex”. Detta index bygger pa faktorer som lasarantal, hur
ofta en blogg citeras i traditionella medier och om andra bloggsajter eller blogg-grupper kopplar sig
till den. Kvinnliga bloggare kommer att uppmérksammas fran perspektivet att bloggandet erbjuder
en offentlig plattform som annars inte skulle vara tillgdnglig for dem. Med hjilp av textanalyser
och intervjuer faststélls skillnader och likheter mellan kvinnornas engagemang i olika politiska och
kulturella debatter, hur kvinnors bloggande skiljer sig fran médnnens, samt vad som uppmuntrar dem
att blogga. Dessutom undersoks om bloggandet har inflytande pa det formella, arabiska skrivspraket,
Modern Standardarabiska, det enda acceptabla skrivspraket pa arabiska.
